God often gives us difficult tasks.  If we are not careful we may grumble and complain about the task God has given.  Before you do, consider the fact that God selected you for this task.  If you think about that you can't help but realize how awesome it is that God chose you for this particular task.  Just as He chose Abraham to step out in faith to look for a country that God would give to him forever.  God trusted Abraham.  God called Moses out to lead the children of Israel to the promise land.  God trusted Moses.  God has called you to complete the task He has set before you.  God trusts you.  Oswald Cambers said, "Thank God He gives us difficult things to do."  My Utmost for His Highest.  God knows the task and God knows you.  He chose you in His infinite wisdom.
