Truth?
*What is it about truth that affects behavior? 
     It works like this. When you believe there exists an objective standard for distinguishing right from wrong - that certain things are right for all people, for all times, for all places - you acknowledge that there are fundamental moral and ethical guidelines that exists independently of your personal opinion. 
     You acknowledge that the distinction between right and wrong is objective (its defined outside ourselves - it is not subjectively determined), its universal (for all people in all places - it does not change from person to person or place to place), and truth is constant (for all times - it does not change from day to day). When you accept an objective standard for truth, you adopt a moral and ethical view-point that guides your choices of what is right and what is wrong. Your "truth view" acts as a lens through which you see all of life and its many choices. 
     One particular study done indicates that when our youth do not accept an objective standard of truth they become:
· 36% more likely to lie to a parent 

· 48% more likely to cheat on an exam 

· x2 more likely to watch a a pornographic film 

· x2 more likely to get drunk 

· x3 more likely to use illegal drugs 

· x6 more likely to attempt suicide
