What to know about Jesus...

1. Jesus is God
Jesus-God the Son- is not a New Testament teaching. Gen 1.26 "let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness." the most common name for God in Hebrew (Elohim) is in a plural form. Col 1.15,19 tells us that He is the image of the invisible God and God was please to have all His fullness dwell in Him.

 

2. Jesus is Man
Jesus came to Earth and had real flesh, was really born of Mary and shed real blood on the cross. Jesus is fully God and fully man at the same time. Phil 2.6-8 tells us that Jesus left the glory of heaven to live as a man among people. John 1.14 tells us the Word became flesh. Theologians refer to this as the Incarnation. Jesus never stopped being God when He became man; He added humanity with out subtracting deity.

 

3. Jesus died for our sins
 2 Cor. 5.21 says He made the One who did not know sin to be sin for us, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him. The death and resurrection of Jesus are the most important event in Christian theology and the core of the Christian faith. It provides the ultimate demonstration of Hid power over life and death - and His power to forgive sins and provide eternal life. Those who trust Him have the hope of a new life on earth, eternal life in heave and the security of a faith that is real. (1Cor.15312-28,50-57)

 

Jesus' story can be our story. To know about Jesus - His divinity, His incarnation, His sacrifice and His resurrection - is not enough! We need to know Him personally. Not just as a dominate figure in history, but as our personal Savior.
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
